The Commisson'sorder in San Diego Gas & Eledtric Co., e d. v. Sdlersof Energy and
Andllary Saviceset d., Docket No. EL00-95-000 et d., 93 FERC 161,294 (December 15, 2000),
requires public utility sdlersto make weekly reportsto the Commisson's Divison of Energy Markets
beginning on January 10, 2001 for the week of January 1, 2001. Public Utility Sdlers mugt report dll
hourly transactionsinto the Cdifornial SO and PX markets when the redl-time price exceeds $150 per
MWh. This notice specifies procedures for filing the reports

Public utility sdllers are to file the reported information with the Commisson's Secreary on
diskette or CD with atranamittd |etter. The tranamittdl letter must identify the report as the "Public
Utility Sdlers Weekly Report” and indude the name of the reporting public utility sdler, the week
covered in the report and the name, and tegphone number and e-mall address of a contact person.
The diskette or CD mugt be labded with the following information: "Public Utility Sdlers Weekly
Report”, name of the reporting public utility sdler, the week covered in the report. No paper copies of
the report should be submitted. The spedific requirements for the content of the dectronic report are
s forth in the Commisson's order, San Diego Gas & Eledric é d v. Sdlers of Energy and Andillary
Savices, dip a 58-59. The order is accessble ontline a www.fercfed.us under "Bulk Power
Markets'.

If the reporting public utility seler saeks confidentid trestment of thisinformeation under section
388.112 of the Commisson's reguletions, agatement requesting confidentia trestment must be
induded in the tranamiittd letter and the diskette or CD musgt be labded " confidentid.”
