Dear Ms. Reed:

1. On May 20, 2009, you filed, on behalf of Maine Public Service Company (Maine PSC), an executed settlement agreement among Maine PSC, Eastern Maine Electric Cooperative, Houlton Water Company, Van Buren Light and Power Company, and Integrys Energy Services, Inc. (collectively, Settling Parties).  The settlement agreement addresses Maine PSC’s Formula Rate and 2008 informational filing setting forth the changed open access transmission tariff charges, which were accepted and suspended pursuant to the Commission’s August 13, 2008 letter order in the above-referenced docket.
  The Settling Parties agreed that no changes were required to Maine PSC’s 2008 informational filing.  As a result, the settlement agreement resolves all issues.
2. Notice of the filing was published in the Federal Register, 74 Fed. Reg. 27,174 (2009), with interventions and protests due on or before June 10, 2009.  None was filed.
3. The settlement agreement is fair and reasonable and in the public interest and is hereby approved.  Commission approval of the settlement agreement does not constitute approval of, or precedent regarding, any principle or issue in this proceeding.  The Commission retains the right to investigate the rates, terms and conditions under the just and reasonable and not unduly discriminatory or preferential standard of section 206 of the Federal Power Act, 16 U.S.C. § 824e (2006). 
4. This order terminates Docket Nos. ER08-1109-000 and ER08-1109-001.
