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Dear Ms. Pallenik: 
 
1. On August 28, 2013, Saltville Gas Storage Company L.L.C. (Saltville) filed a 
petition to amend the Stipulation and Agreement approved by the Commission on 
December 2, 2008 (2008 Settlement) 1 so as to extend by three months the date by    
which  Saltville must file a general section 4 rate case.2  Saltville filed the petition to  
Rule 207(a)(5).  The Commission approves the petition. 

2. Section 1.6 of the 2008 Settlement states: 

Subject to Section 1.5 above, in the event that a Section 4 or Section 5    
rate case has not been filed prior to October 1, 2013, Saltville shall file a 
Section 4 rate case on October 1, 2013, with rates to be effective, after a 
five-month suspension period, on or before April 1, 2014, provided that, if 
the rate case will reflect a rate decrease, Saltville may submit such a filing 
on or before March 1, 2014.

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In anticipation of the deadline for filing the section 4 rate case, Saltville states that 
is has engaged in meetings with its customers to discuss a potential rate case 
settlement.  Saltville further states that substantial progress has been made towards 
settlement.  However, Saltville states that even if it were able reach agreement, it 
is unlikely that the parties would be able to conclude negotiations in sufficient 
time to permit Saltville to prepare and file a comprehensive settlement with the 
Commission prior to the October 1, 2013.  Therefore, Saltville and its customers 
agreed that Saltville would file the instant petition to amend the 2008 Settlement 
to extend the date by which it must file a general rate case from October 1, 2013 to 
February 1, 2014.  Specifically, Saltville requests that the above language be 
replaced with the following (revisions in italics): 
 

Subject to Section 1.5 above, in the event that a Section 4 or Section 5    
rate case has not been filed prior to February 1, 2014, Saltville shall file a 
Section 4 rate case on February 1, 2014, with rates to be effective, after a 
five-month suspension period, on or before August 1, 2014, provided that, 
if the rate case will reflect a rate decrease, Saltville may submit such a 
filing on or before March 1, 2014.   
 

3. Public notice of the filing was issued on September 4, 2013.  Interventions and 
protests were due on September 4, 2013.  Pursuant to Rule 214,3 all timely filed motions 
to intervene and any unopposed motion to intervene out-of-time filed before the issuance 
date of this order are granted.  Granting late intervention at this stage of the proceeding 
will not disrupt the proceeding or place additional burdens on existing parties.  Atmos 
Energy Corporation filed comments in support of the Settlement.  No comments in 
opposition to the petition were filed.   

4. The Commission approves the unopposed petition to amend the 2008 Settlement 
to extend the date by which Saltville must file a general section 4 rate case from October 
2013 to February 1, 2014, as it appears to be fair, reasonable, and in the public interest.  
The Commission’s approval of this petition does not constitute acceptance of, or 
precedent regarding, any principle or issue in this proceeding.
