Reference: Removal of Expired Negotiated Rate Agreement 
  
Ladies and Gentlemen: 
 
 On May 4, 2015, Enable Gas Transmission, LLC (Enable) filed tariff records1 to 
reflect the removal of a negotiated rate agreement with Laclede Energy Resources, Inc. 
(Contract No. 1010222 [RS PHS (Park)]) that expired on March 31, 2015.  Enable 
requests the tariff records be accepted effective May 4, 2015.  We grant waiver of the 
Commission’s 30-day notice requirement and accept the referenced tariff records, 
effective May 4, 2015, as proposed.  
 
 Public notice of the filing was issued on May 5, 2015.  Interventions and protests 
were due as provided in section 154.210 of the Commission’s regulations (18 C.F.R. § 
154.210 (2014)).  Pursuant to Rule 214 (18 C.F.R. § 385.214 (2014)), all timely filed 
motions to intervene and any unopposed motion to intervene out-of-time filed before the 
issuance date of this order are granted.  Granting late intervention at this stage of the

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proceeding will not disrupt the proceeding or place additional burdens on existing parties.
