           At the June open meeting, I announced that Norman  

Bay would be our new Director of Enforcement, and, today,  

I'd like to formally introduce Norman and his management  

team that he's put in place for the Office of Enforcement.  

           Norman is a former U.S. Attorney for the District  

of New Mexico, and a Professor of Law at the University of  

New Mexico.  He also had a stint with the Justice Department  

here in D.C.  

           He's a graduate of Dartmuth College and Harvard  

Law School, and he's selected Larry Gasteiger to be his  

Deputy Director.  Where's Larry today?  Is Larry here today?   

Hi, Larry.

of Energy Markets and Regulation, Deputy Associate General  

Counsel, Legal Advisor to former Chairman Kelliher, and an  

attorney in the Solicitor's Office.  

           Max Minser, who is right here, has joined us as  

Special Counsel in the Office of Enforcement.  Since 2006,  

Max has been a member of the faculty of the Benjamin Cardoza  

School of Law in New York City.  

           Prior to his faculty position, he was the  

Assistant U.S. Attorney for the Eastern District of New  

York.  Max is a graduate of Brown University and Yale Law  

School.  

           I'm confident that, with their leadership, they  

will build in the Commission's commitment to a balanced  

regulatory approach to enforcement, while creating a first-  

class federal regulatory Enforcement Office.  We're very,  

very happy to have you here, Norman.  

           I have two announcements to make today about  

upcoming personnel changes.  First, for General Counsel,  

Cindy Marlette will be leaving the Commission on November  

3rd, after 30 years of government service.  

           Second, I am pleased to announce that our new  

General Counsel will be Mr. Tom Sheets.  Tom is currently in  

private practice, but he recently retired from Southwest Gas  
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Corporation, after 21 years as Senior Officer and General  1 
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Counsel there.  

           He's also worked as a Senior Attorney at Sierra  

Pacific Resources, and at Toledo Edison, so I know he will  

bring extensive experience in the electric and gas area, to  

this new position.  

           Tom will come onboard in October, and Cindy will  

help ensure a smooth transition during that month, and also  

finish working on mediation efforts in New England.  

           And I know that Cindy doesn't like big speeches,  

doesn't want a lot said about her, so I'm simply take this  

opportunity to thank her for her many years of dedicated  

service, and ask my fellow Commissioners and everyone  

assembled, to wish her well in her new adventures that she  

decides to pursue when she leaves us in November.  Thank  

you, Cindy.

           So, as I say, I'm happy for him to have this  

opportunity, and he is a very multi-talented individual, and  

I will also say he's one of the nicest people I've ever had  

the opportunity to know and work with.  

           David is a graduate of Brown University and  

Harvard Law School.  Prior to coming to work for me, he was  

a Senior Associate at Troutman Sanders.  

           I do have, though, joining my staff, a very  

competent new Advisor, Mariana Cruz.  Mariana has been at  

the Commission for a year.  Between 2004 and 2008, she  

worked for the law firms of White & Case and Balch and  

Bingham.  

           Mariana is a graduate of the College of William  

and Mary, and William and Mary School of Law.  I'm very  

happy to have Mariana join my team as an advisor.
