ORDER VACATING CERTIFICATE IN PART 
 

(Issued September 26, 2012) 
 
1. On August 17, 2012, Transcontinental Gas Pipe Line Company, LLC (Transco) 
filed a motion requesting that the Commission vacate, in part, the certificate authorization 
issued in Docket No. CP11-18-000.1  The Commission had granted Transco authority to 
construct five new pipeline loops and one new compressor station, make compressor 
additions at three existing compressor stations, and modify five compressor stations in 
Alabama, Georgia, South Carolina, and North Carolina.   
 
2. In its application to the Commission seeking the certificate, Transco had        
stated that it needed to perform a compressor re-wheel at Compressor Station 105 in 
Coosa County, Alabama.  Subsequently, Transco conducted an engineering study that 
determined that the existing compressor configuration, without the proposed re-wheel, 
will be sufficient for operating conditions on Transco’s system after the project is placed 
in service.  Hence, Transco no longer needs to re-wheel the compression facilities at 
Compressor Station 105. 
 
3. Transco states that it will not reconfigure the compression facilities at Compressor 
Station 105, and that there is no longer a need for the compressor re-wheel.  Thus, we 
vacate the certificate authority for re-wheeling those compression facilities.
