Dear Mr. Levenberg:

1. On November 3, 2009, you submitted, on behalf of Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) and Modesto Irrigation District, a proposed offer of settlement (Settlement) in the above proceeding.  The Settlement resolves all issues set for hearing by the Commission’s March 31, 2009 order
 on a successor interconnection agreement between PG&E and Modesto Irrigation District.
   
2. Comments in support of the Settlement were filed by the Commission's Trial Staff on November 19, 2009.  No reply comments were filed.  On   December 7, 2009, the settlement judge certified the Settlement to the Commission as uncontested.

3. Section I (E) of the Settlement states that the Settlement cannot be changed by a Party, non-Party or the Commission acting sua sponte unless a showing or finding is made that the provision at issue is contrary to the just and reasonable standard of review.

4. The Settlement is fair and reasonable and in the public interest, and is hereby approved.  In addition, the rate schedules submitted as part of the settlement are in compliance with Order No. 614
 and are accepted for filing as designated.  
5. The Commission retains the right to investigate the rates, terms, and conditions under the just and reasonable and not unduly discriminatory or preferential standard of section 206 of the Federal Power Act, 16 U.S.C. § 824e (2006).  The Commission's approval of this settlement does not constitute approval of, or precedent regarding, any principle or issue in this proceeding.
