Counsel must ensure that any material(s) designated “Protected” or as containing Critical Energy Infrastructure Information (CEII) (as defined in Commission Order No. 630 or at 18 C.F.R. § 388.112) legitimately warrant those designations.  Blanket “Protected” or “Contains CEII” designations shall not be used unless counsel has verified that all or substantially all of a document consists of such information.  Any document containing Protected material or CEII prominently shall so indicate on the document cover page and at the top of each individual page containing such information.
If the protection of previously “Protected” or “CEII” document is lifted, counsel will file a corrected copy of the material deleting any such markings from the documents.
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
