Sample Notice of Succession – Simple Name Change
Pursuant to 18 C.F.R. § 35.16 a market-based rate seller must file a notice of succession when it undergoes a name change and the name is listed somewhere in the tariff text.  As part of this filing, the market-based rate seller must file through the eTariff system a market-based rate tariff to reflect the new name.  The market-based rate seller must include a clean version of the revised tariff and a redline/strikeout version of the revised tariff showing ALL revisions.
In addition to this filing the seller must revise its profile in the company registration database to reflect the new name.

The notice of succession filing is a substantive type of tariff revision and the seller should use filing code 30 (if the seller only has a market-based rate tariff on file and is accordingly a Program M filer) or 10 (if the seller has at least one tariff on file that is not a market-based rate tariff and is a Program E filer) when submitting their filing.
